About the guide

This 27" edition of the Guide to Eating
Ontario Sport Fish gives advice to anglers
and their families for choosing sport fish
to minimize exposure to toxins. The guide
compiles information for more than 2,200
locations around the province, including
over 260 new locations.

Staff from the Ontario Ministry of Natural
Resources and Ministry of the Environment
collect the fish which are then analyzed

by the Ministry of the Environment for a
variety of substances, including mercury,
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs), mirex,
DDT and dioxins. The results are used to
develop the advisory tables which give
size-specific consumption advice for

each species and location tested.

The format of the guide is similar to the
previous edition. However, there are many
updates to the advisory tables reflecting
approximately 150,000 new test results
performed on about 20,000 fish.

Users of the guide are advised to read the
introduction first and then proceed to the
consumption tables. This is especially
important for sensitive populations:
women of child-bearing age (women
who intend to become pregnant or are
pregnant) and children under 15, for
which separate advisories are provided.

The guide is published every other year.
An interactive version of the guide is
available at www.ontario.ca/fishguide.

The interactive map will help anglers
identify species and angling destinations
with lower contaminant levels.

Introduction

It is highly recommended that you read the entire introduction
to the guide before referring to the advisory tables. Should you
choose not to, please read the following two sections entitled
“Summary of critical information” and “Instructions on use of
the guide” with page references for more detail.

Summary of
critical information

o Use the guide to find out how much fish
you can safely consume. Contaminant
levels vary with location, and type and
size of fish, so follow the consumption
advisories in this guide.

¢ Young children and developing fetuses are
affected by contaminants at lower levels
than the general population (page 6).

As such, women of child-bearing age and
children under 15 are advised to consume
only the least contaminated fish, those in
the 8 and 4 meal a month category.

¢ Consumption advice is based on the
skinless, boneless dorsal fillet (page 10).
Do not eat organs of any fish. Fish organs
can be high in both heavy metals and
pesticides (page 7). Do not eat the eggs
of Great Lakes fish, as they generally
contain higher levels of contaminants.

e Consumption advice in the tables is
based on an average meal size of 227
grams (eight ounces; approximately
the length of a dinner plate) for an
average size adult weighing 70 kilograms
(154 pounds). It is assumed that smaller
individuals will consume a smaller portion
and larger individuals will consume a
larger portion. If you are an average
size adult and your average meal size is
substantially less than 227 grams (eight
ounces), you may consume more meals
than recommended. But if your meal size
is substantially more than 227 grams (eight
ounces), you should consume fewer than
the recommended number of meals.
Contact the Sport Fish Contaminant
Monitoring Program for specific advice.

¢ Do not harvest dead or dying fish as they
may contain harmful microorganisms or
toxins (page 14).

* Always follow proper food handling and
storage techniques, as you would with any
fresh meat product, to prevent the growth
of harmful bacteria (page 15).

® (Great Lakes salmon and trout are more
likely to have high levels of contaminants
such as PCBs and dioxins/furans. Check
the consumption tables and consume only
the skinless, boneless dorsal fillet of these
fish (page 7). The flesh on the lower
portion of the fish (belly) has a higher fat
content and therefore can have higher
levels of some contaminants.

e Mercury is the major contaminant in fish
caught from inland locations. Because
mercury is distributed evenly throughout
the fillet, the full side fillet can generally
be consumed (page 7). Refer to the
consumption tables.

¢ Fish, such as walleye and pike that are
at the top of the food web usually have
the highest mercury levels. Smaller,
younger fish and fish that are not top
predators, such as panfish and Yellow
Perch, are lower in contaminants. You
can reduce your contaminant intake
by choosing to eat fish that are lower
in contaminants (page 11).

Instructions on use of the guide

Key to using guide tables

The guide provides sport fish consumption advice based on the level of contaminants found
in fish according to their location, species and length. The water body names and locations
were obtained from the Gazetteer of Canada (Ontario) or the Canadian Geographical Names
Service. The location description includes latitude and longitude, enabling anglers to refer
to the Ontario Official Road Map (which is marked accordingly) to determine the general
location of the body of water. Larger scale topographical maps can then be used if necessary
to pinpoint the exact location. The following is a key to the various components of the
tables, using a hypothetical example called Lake.

13. Perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl
substances (PFAS) also known as
perfluorinated compounds (PFCs)
[including perfluorooctane
sulfonic acid (PFOS)]

The fact that fish were tested for a particular
group of contaminants does not mean that
the fish will contain any or all of these
contaminants. For example, fish analyzed
for contaminant group 2 may contain only
mercury and not PCBs, mirex/photomirex
or pesticides.

In a number of locations, particularly inland

locations, fish are analyzed only for mercury
as this is likely to be the only contaminant to
cause consumption restrictions.

For more details on the contaminants
listed above, see the “Contaminants in fish”
section on page 16.

To determine how much

fish you can consume:

Step 1: Find the table for the water body
where the fish was caught. The guide tables
are divided into Southern Ontario (south of
the French River), Northern Ontario and the
Great Lakes. The alphabetical location index
is on page 306.

Step 2: Identify the type of fish caught.
Refer to the centre pages for more
information on how to identify fish generally
found in Ontario waterbodies.

Step 3: Measure the total length of the
fish (tip of nose to tip of tail) and refer to
the appropriate length range at the top or
bottom of the table.

Step 4: Check for the advisory. The

upper row of advice (no shading) is for
the general population and the lower

row (grey shading) is for women of child-
bearing age and children under 15
(sensitive population). The number that
appears in the consumption advice box
represents the maximum number of meals
of that size fish from that location that can
be consumed each month, provided that
sport fish are not consumed from any other
category. The number of meals per month
(categories) may be 8, 4, 2, 1, or 0 (none)
as indicated.

Consumption of fish outside

the advisory table range

The table does not contain all types of fish
at that location, only those that have been
tested for contaminants. Advisories are
provided only for the size ranges of fish
that were tested. Since it is well known
that contaminant levels generally increase
with fish length, the following rules can
be applied:

e For fish smaller than the advisory table
range: Follow the advice for the smallest
tested range.

¢ For fish larger than the advisory table
range: Consumption advice cannot
be predicted, except that it is likely to
be more restrictive than the largest
tested range. This means fewer of these
fish should be consumed.

Step 5: Keep track of your total monthly
intake. Sport fish consumption advice is
based on a combination of fish size, species
and location. You may eat fish from different
categories and locations as long as you track
your consumption. Track each fish meal

as a fraction or percentage of your total
monthly intake (as shown in the following
chart), the sum of which should not

exceed 1 (for the fraction) or 100%.

¢ Two meals in the four-meal-per-month
category, each meal will represent
one-quarter or 25% of your maximum
monthly advised consumption for a
total of one-half or 50% of your maximum
monthly advised consumption (2 meals x
Y4 = V2 or 50%).

and also eat

® One meal in the two-meal-per-month
category, that meal will represent
one-half or 50% of your monthly advised
consumption (1 meal x %2 = % or 50%).

The total from these two groups equals
1 or 100%. Therefore, you would have
reached your total monthly advised
consumption, and no more fish should
be consumed.

Contaminants in
Ontario sport fish

Ontario is not unique in having consumption
restrictions on sport fish. Most jurisdictions
in North America also have them.

An extensive review of consumption
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restrictions on sport fish in North
America is available on the Internet
at www.epa.gov/waterscience/fish/.

The contaminants found in sport fish can
come from local sources and from sources
thousands of kilometers away. Air- borne
contaminants can travel long distances

in the atmosphere, and return to the earth
in rain and snowfall. Mercury, PCBs and
toxaphene are a few of the contaminants
that are known to be transported long
distances and can cause low-level
contamination even in isolated lakes

and rivers.

The basis for fish
consumption advisories

Fish consumption advisories are generally
based on guidelines developed by the

Food Directorate of Health Canada. The
Directorate determines safe dosages for

an extensive list of contaminants through
research and review of toxicological data.
This is referred to as a tolerable daily intake.
They also determine the proportion of the
tolerable daily intake that comes from air,
water and different types of food, including
sport fish.

The tolerable daily intake for mercury is
lower for the sensitive population of
women of child-bearing age and children
under 15. For the other contaminants,

the tolerable dosage is the same for both
populations. As an added precaution, the
sensitive population is advised to consume
fish only in the 8 and 4 meal per month
categories (as reflected in the consumption
advisory tables).

A series of estimates and calculations are
done by the Ministry of the Environment to
determine if fish are suitable for consumption
based on measured contaminant levels.

Fish represented in the 8 meals per month
category have very low contaminant levels.
Conversely, fish designated as zero (0) meals
per month have high contaminant levels and
the consumption of any meals of these fish
would result in individuals exceeding

Important advice

for women of
child-bearing age and
children under 15

It is important that women of
child-bearing age (women who
intend to become pregnant or are
pregnant) and children under 15
follow the advice in this guide.
Scientific studies show that developing
fetuses and young children are affected
by contaminants at lower levels than
the general population. Women of
child-bearing age, including pregnant
women and nursing mothers, can
affect the health of their baby through
a diet elevated in contaminants such

as mercury and PCBs. This sensitive
population is advised to eat only the
least contaminated fish (in the 8 and

4 meals per month categories), as
reflected in the consumption advisory
tables. The exact number of meals

that can be consumed can be
calculated by following the directions
in the “Instructions on use of the guide”
section (page 3).

These individuals should further reduce
their consumption of sport fish if they
regularly consume (four times per
month or more often) store-bought or
commercial fish including canned fish,
and should not consume sport fish if
they are consumers of Shark,
Swordfish, fresh or frozen Tuna. Health
Canada suggests that predatory fish
such as Shark, Swordfish, fresh and
frozen Tuna (not canned) should be
consumed only occasionally. As a
general guideline, reduce consumption
of sport fish by one meal per month

for every two meals of store-bought
fish. This does not apply to the general
population. For further advice on store-
bought fish, contact the Canadian Food
Inspection Agency or Health Canada
(see page 24).
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their tolerable daily intake for one or more
contaminants. If sport fish are consumed
as advised in this guide, an individual’s
tolerable daily intake should not exceed
for any contaminant measured.

What part of the fish can
be safely consumed?

Laboratory analyses are carried out on
the lean, dorsal, skinless, boneless muscle
tissue of the fish (as shown on page 10)
and the consumption guidelines are based
on the results of this portion. Consuming
any other portion may increase exposure
to contaminants. Please follow the advice
below.

1. Do not eat organs of any fish regardless
of the location it was caught from.
Organs can be high in both heavy
metals and pesticides.

2. Consume only the skinless, boneless
dorsal fillets of Salmon, Trout, Carp and
Channel Catfish, especially if they are
from the Great Lakes. Consumption
advisories for these species in the Great
Lakes are usually based on PCBs, mirex,
toxaphene or dioxins. Because these
contaminants are attracted to fat, the
highest concentration of contaminants is
present in the fat deposits under the skin
and in the belly region. Follow the advice
in this guide on how to “Clean and cook
fish to reduce contaminants” (page 11).

3. Do not eat the eggs (roe) of Great Lakes
fish, especially of spawning Salmon
species (e.g. Chinook and Coho Salmon),
as they generally contain higher levels of
PCBs and other organic contaminants
(for more details refer to the “Fish Eggs”
section on page 12).

4. You may consume the whole side fillet
of lean species such as Walleye, Pike,
Bass, Perch, and panfish from inland
locations. Consumption advisories on
these species are based almost
exclusively on mercury. Mercury is

uniformly distributed in the fillet and
is not associated with deposits of fat.

Consumption
advisory tables

Contaminant levels for all fish of a given
size and species are usually similar within
most small or medium sized lakes or rivers,
meaning that only one set of consumption
advice is normally required. In large

lakes and major river systems, however,
contaminant levels can vary widely within
the water body.

Fish consumption advisory tables for the
Great Lakes, connecting waterways, large
lakes and major river systems are provided
in blocks or regions. Contaminant levels for
all fish of a given size and species should be
similar throughout a block. The boundaries
of the blocks are established in consultation
with fisheries biologists familiar with

local fish populations after comparing
contaminant levels in fish from several
adjacent locations.

Separate consumption advice is provided for
localized areas within a block where the fish
community or the contaminant levels are
different from the remainder of the block.
Periodic testing is undertaken at several
locations within a block to ensure that there
are no major differences in contaminant
levels. Maps and detailed descriptions of the
Great Lakes blocks are provided at the front
of each of the Great Lakes tables.

Who should use this guide?
The advice in this guide is designed

for anglers (and their families) who
consume moderate quantities of fish. The
consumption advice is intended to protect
individuals who follow the advice in the
guide and consume no more than 8 meals
per month of the fish they catch. This
maximum recommended consumption
frequency was based on the results of
surveys indicating that most anglers do
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not consume sport fish more frequently
than 8 meals per month. However, many
of these fish can be safely consumed
more frequently. Anyone who consumes
sport fish more frequently than 8 meals
per month is advised to contact the Sport
Fish Contaminant Monitoring Program

Consumption advisories

for spawning locations

of salmon and trout

Please note that many rivers and streams
near the Great Lakes are closed to fishing
during Salmon and Trout spawning runs.
However, sections of certain rivers and
streams do remain open to permit fishing
for these species. While Salmon and Trout
from the Great Lakes spend most of their
lives there, they spawn in many of the rivers
and streams which flow into them. In this
guide, consumption advisories are provided
for some of the major spawning rivers such
as the Credit and Ganaraska Rivers on

Lake Ontario and the Nottawasaga River

on Georgian Bay. Spawning runs in many
smaller rivers have not been sampled. If you
catch Salmon or Trout in the legal fishing
areas of these smaller rivers, please follow
the consumption advisories for the Great
Lakes advisory block into which the river
flows. Maps and descriptions are provided
at the beginning of each Great Lakes section
of this guide. As an example, for Salmon
and Trout caught in Duffins Creek, follow
the advisories for block 6, Northwestern
Lake Ontario. The advisories can also be
checked online at www.ontario.ca/fishguide.

Species not included
Muskellunge

There are no advisories for Muskellunge in
this guide. To maintain healthy Muskellunge
populations, the Ministry of Natural
Resources encourages catch and release

of this species as it generally cannot sustain
the pressure of heavy fishing.. If you do
wish to keep a legal-sized Muskellunge for
consumption, it will likely have elevated
mercury levels, and should not be consumed
by women of child-bearing age and children
under 15. Trophy-sized Muskellunge usually
have very high mercury levels and should
not be consumed by anyone.

Lake Sturgeon
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Consumption advice for Lake Sturgeon is

no longer provided in the guide. In October
2009, the Ministry of Natural Resources
closed recreational fishing for Lake Sturgeon
in areas where populations are listed as
Threatened under the Endangered Species
Act. Catch and release of Lake Sturgeon is
still permitted in areas where populations
are not identified as Threatened. For more
information, search for Lake Sturgeon
Season Closure on the Ministry of Natural
Resources website (www.mnr.gov.on.ca/).

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American Eel

All American Eel are part of a single
breeding population that spawns in only one
place in the world — the Sargasso Sea in the
Atlantic Ocean. From there, young Eels drift
with ocean currents and then migrate inland
into streams, rivers and lakes. The number
of young Eel returning to Ontario waters has
been declining dramatically since the 1980s
due to turbines at hydro electric facilities,
physical barriers (e.g. hydro dams),
harvesting, deteriorating habitat quality and
habitat loss, changing ocean conditions, and
an exotic, parasitic worm that affects their
health and survival. The Ontario government
has increased protection for the province’s
American Eel populations by banning the
recreational and commercial harvest of
American Eel since 2004. If you catch an
American Eel, you are required by law to
release it back into the waters from which

it was collected.

Selecting locations for testing
With more than 250,000 lakes, innumerable
rivers and streams, and many local areas

in the Great Lakes, it would not be practical
or economical to test fish from every

water body.

A location may be selected for testing
for one or more of the following reasons:

e It is a popular angling area

e There is a known or suspected source
of pollution nearby

¢ It is a major source of food for local
inhabitants (usually lakes in the vicinity
of First Nations’ communities)

e It is being developed for recreation

e [t is part of a monitoring program for
long-term studies of contaminants in fish.

The selection of testing sites is an
ongoing process and public input is
welcomed through online submission
at www.ontario.ca/fishguide or e-mail
to sportfish.moe@ontario.ca.

Selecting fish species

for testing

Most lakes and rivers contain a variety of
fish species. When selecting appropriate
species for contaminant testing, it is
important to take into account that not all
species accumulate a particular contaminant
at the same rate. Two different species of
fish of the same size may have different
levels of contaminants because different
fish feed on different things, prefer different
habitats, grow at different rates and are
physiologically different.

For example, Walleye (Pickerel) and
Northern Pike are likely to contain higher
levels of mercury than Whitefish of the
same size since Walleye and Pike are top
predators and feed on smaller fish which
may also contain elevated mercury levels.
Whitefish on the other hand, feed lower
down in the food chain, on aquatic insects
and invertebrates which contain less
mercury than do small fish.

When testing fish for mercury in a specific
area, the practice is to start with species
which are top predators, as they likely
indicate the highest mercury levels.

If low levels of mercury are found in
predators, the testing of other species
may not be necessary.

In testing for organic contaminants such
as PCBs and mirex, species with high fat
levels, such as Salmon, Trout, Carp and
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Catfish, are selected since organic chemicals
tend to accumulate in fatty tissue.

Again, if these species do not contain
excessive levels of organic contaminants,
then species with less fat from the same
location may not have to be tested.

Collecting and testing fish

Staff from the Ministry of Natural Resources
and the Ministry of the Environment

use various methods to collect the fish.
Whenever possible, the selection includes
10 or more fish of each species with lengths
and weights representative of the size range
of that species in the locations being tested.
The length, weight and sex of each fish

are recorded.

A skinless, boneless fillet of dorsal
muscle flesh is removed from the fish
(see illustration), packaged, frozen and
shipped to the Ministry of the Environment
laboratory in Toronto, where the
samples are processed and analyzed for
contaminants using a variety of methods
depending on the contaminant. The table
does not contain all species present at a
particular location, only those that were
tested for contaminants.

Retesting of locations

Since the mid-1970s the Sport Fish
Contaminant Monitoring Program has
continued to add new locations each year, as
well as to retest many lakes and rivers when
necessary. In areas remote from human
activity, where fish are relatively unaffected
by pollution, any consumption restrictions
are usually limited to elevated mercury
levels in the larger and older predatory
species such as Walleye and Northern Pike.

The source of mercury in these areas can
be natural or from long-range atmospheric
transport and deposition through rain.
Consequently, concentrations in fish may
not change substantially over time.

In areas more directly affected by human
sources of pollution, the number of possible
contaminants may be much larger and

the levels found in fish can be

significantly affected by changes in

the levels of pollution.

Retested locations are divided into three

general groups:

e Areas where contaminant levels for one
or more pollutants are either unusually
elevated or change substantially. These
locations are retested every one to three
years, depending on their angling
popularity or whether they are a major
food source for local communities.

e Areas that show no signs of substantial
changes in contaminant levels but are
very popular angling areas. These
locations are retested approximately
every five years.

e All other areas — usually relatively
remote locations with no major sources
of pollution nearby and no indication
of changing contaminant levels in
fish. These locations are retested
approximately every 10-20 years.

Benetfits versus
risks of eating fish

We are regularly advised by health
authorities to add more fish into our diet

as they are an excellent source of protein,
vitamins and minerals. Fish also contain
Omega-3 fatty acids that are essential

for optimal brain and cardiovascular
development, so fish can be important for
healthy development of children and babies
during pregnancy and breast-feeding. Eating
fish on a regular basis also reduces the risk
of heart disease in adults because fish are
low in saturated fat. Health Canada and the
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American Heart Association recommend
eating fish twice a week, especially species
high in Omega-3 such as Salmon and Trout.
For more information on nutrients in fish,
contact Health Canada (www.hc-sc.gc.ca
or info@hc-sc.gc.ca).

At the same time, there is a risk of
exposing ourselves and our families to
contaminants in fish, such as mercury.
Numerous chemicals commonly used

in our society can provide considerable
benefits to us. Many of these substances
are persistent, bioaccumulative and toxic
in nature, and eventually end up in lakes,
rivers and the fish that we eat. The levels
of the contaminants found in most Ontario
fish do not cause immediate health effects,
but, eating contaminated fish regularly may
result in accumulation of contaminants

in the body to levels that can become a
health concern.

It is clear that fish consumption can present
both benefits and risks. So the real question
is: do the benefits of eating fish outweigh
the risks to our health? The answer to

this question is “it depends”, which is
unfortunately very vague. This is because
various factors such as the contaminant of
concern, its level in fish, and the levels of
various nutrients (e.g., Omega-3, vitamins)
in fish influence the answer. All these
factors vary widely from one fish species
and size to another, and are location-
specific. Further, although scientific studies
have begun to evaluate the health benefits
against the risks of eating contaminated
fish, our understanding is still very limited
due to differences in benefits of various
nutrients and health risks from different
contaminants. This makes it challenging to
compare benefits and risks in every case.

Because of the current limitations in the
risk versus benefit method, the advice in
this guide continues to be based only on
contaminant risk. This helps in ensuring that
adequate measures are taken while issuing

advisories. Nevertheless, you can reduce
your contaminant exposure, and thereby
health risk, and continue enjoying the
benefits of eating fish, by following the
tips listed below.

Reducing the risk from
contaminants in sport fish

Eat less contaminated fish

e FEat smaller fish. Smaller fish tend to be
much less contaminated than larger fish
of the same species.

e Eat smaller species. Species such as
Perch, Sunfish and Crappie tend to have
much lower contaminants than large
predator fish, such as Walleye and Pike.

e Eat leaner fish. In the Great Lakes,
species such as Bass, Pike, Walleye,
Perch and panfish tend to have much
lower contaminants than fatty species
like Salmon and Trout.

Clean and cook fish to reduce

contaminants

PCBs, pesticides and dioxins concentrate

to the highest levels in fish with fatty

flesh, such as Salmon, Trout, Carp and

Catfish. Before cooking, remove the skin,

trim off the fatty areas and discard the

flesh around the belly area (as shown in
the figure below). You can further reduce
contaminants by allowing fat to drip away
during cooking (e.g. grilling, broiling or
baking). If you deep fry fish, do not

re-use the oil.

Mercury is the cause of most consumption
advisories in inland water bodies. Mercury,
as well as perfluorooctane sulfonic acid
(PFOS) (see pg 18), is evenly distributed
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in fish flesh so there is nothing you can do
to reduce or remove it.

Follow advisories in this guide

Since contaminant levels are highly
dependent on location, species and size
of a fish, always follow the consumption
advisories provided in this guide.

A smart choice would be not to exceed
the monthly allotment of safe meals and to
maximize your nutrient intake by choosing
a fish that is high in nutrients such as
Omega-3 from relatively cleaner locations
with low consumption restrictions (i.e.,

8 or 4 meals per month), over a fish from

a contaminated location with severe
consumption restrictions (i.e., 0, 1 or

2 meals per month).

Other consumption concerns

Two Goby species, the Round Goby and
the Tubenose Goby, were introduced into
the St. Clair River in the late 1980s. Both
were likely brought to North America from
Eastern Europe in the ballast waters of
ships. Since then, they have spread rapidly
to other areas of the Great Lakes basin.

It is illegal in Ontario to possess Round or
Tubenose Goby alive or to use them as bait
as they pose a threat to native fish species.

Fish eggs

Data collected by the Ministry of Environment
show that organic contaminants are elevated
in fish eggs. Spawning Chinook Salmon, Coho
Salmon, Brown Trout and Rainbow Trout
were collected from two rivers in Ontario

to compare the contaminant levels in the

skinless, boneless dorsal fillet versus the eggs.
In most samples, PCBs and other organic
contaminants, such as DDT and mirex, were
elevated in the eggs, likely due to the fact

that the eggs have a higher fat content. It is
recommended that you don't eat eggs from
any fish species from the Great Lakes due to
potentially elevated contaminant levels.

Clams

Although freshwater clams are often readily
available in many Ontario water bodies,

we don’t recommend that you eat them.
Clams are filter feeders and are usually low
in chemical contaminants, but for the same
reason, they can harbour harmful bacteria
and other pathogens. If they are not fully
cooked, they may cause health problems
such as food poisoning.

Snapping turtles

Snapping turtles may have high levels of
contaminants in their fat, liver, eggs and,
to a lesser extent, muscle. If you plan to eat
snapping turtles, trim away the fat prior to
cooking the meat or preparing soup. Also,
avoid eating the liver and eggs of the turtle.
Women of child-bearing age and children
under 15 should avoid eating any part of
snapping turtles, including soups made
with their meat.

Fish parasites

Anglers sometimes catch fish that have
worms, grubs, cysts or nodules in their
flesh. When cleaning fish, anglers may
notice worms in or around the intestines

of the fish or fungus growths on the skin,
fins or gills. These parasites are a normal
part of the ecosystem in which the fish lives.
While not aesthetically pleasing, the edible
portions containing parasites do not present
a health hazard if properly and thoroughly
cooked. Some of the most commonly seen
parasites associated with fish are black spot,
yellow grub, leeches, lamprey, fish lice and
gill flukes.
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a) Black spot

Black spot is one of the most frequently
observed parasites of fish. It appears as
small black spots or cysts in the skin, fins
and flesh of fish. In the black spot life
cycle, fish-eating birds such as herons

and kingfishers eat an infected fish. The
larval stage, which is inside the black cyst,
develops into an adult in the bird. Eggs

are laid by the adult and pass into the
water where they hatch and infect snails.
Eventually they leave the snail host and
burrow through the skin of fish and form
cysts, which the fish surrounds with a black
pigment. This organism does little harm

to the fish, but gives the fish an unsightly
appearance. Infected fish can be consumed
with proper cooking.

b) Yellow grub

Yellow grub is closely related to black spot
and has a similar life cycle. It appears as
yellow or white spots in the flesh, sometimes
over one-half cm long. Smallmouth Bass

and Yellow Perch tend to be the species
most commonly inflicted with yellow grub
in Ontario. There are no external signs on a
fish to indicate that the flesh contains yellow
grub. If only a few grubs are found in a fillet,
they can be easily removed with a knife tip.
Otherwise, infected fish can be consumed
with proper cooking.

Tumours in fish

Occasionally, anglers catch fish with
external growths, tumours, sores or other
lesions. Such abnormalities generally
result from viral or bacterial infections.
Abnormalities in the liver or intestine are
sometimes seen in coarse fish such as
White Sucker and Brown Bullhead, and
can be caused by parasites or tumours.
Growths on game fish caused by viruses
include lymphocystis, dermal sarcoma and
lymphosarcoma. In general, there are no
significant differences in contaminant levels
of fish with and without tumours from the
same waterbody.

Lymphocystis, a viral disease affecting
Walleye and Perch, is common throughout
Canada. Viruses infect the skin of the fish
through contact with infected fish during the
spring spawning run, forming pale or white
caulifiower-like growths. Lymphocystis does
not kill affected fish. Tagging studies have
shown that these fish can lose the growths
by the following spring.

Dermal sarcoma, another viral disease
affecting Walleye, is caused by viruses which
infect cells and cause growths just under
the skin. These growths can be removed by
skinning the fish. A study by the Ministry of
the Environment and the Ministry of Natural
Resources has shown that Walleye with
external skin lesions such as lymphocystis
and dermal sarcoma do not have higher
contaminant levels than unaffected fish.

Lymphosarcoma is a viral disease affecting
Muskellunge and Northern Pike. This

virus is transmitted at spawning, but the
lesions caused by it can vary depending

on the season and stage of the disease. In
the spring, affected fish have thick white
patches on their skin from which viruses
are shed and these in turn infect other fish.
Later in the year these patches may heal,
forming blotchy red sores or even normal
skin. The virus causing lymphosarcoma
infects the white blood cells of the fish and
can spread throughout the body during the
summer or over several years. This disease
can kill infected fish.

Other growths. Coarse fish in various parts
of the Great Lakes have been found to have
lip and skin growths similar in appearance
to human warts. Growths on coarse fish
kept in the laboratory often disappear

and new ones can develop very quickly,
suggesting that viruses likely cause these
tumours. Studies on Canadian and American
areas of the Great Lakes have found an
increased rate of lip and skin growth on
coarse fish captured in polluted areas. Liver
and intestinal tumours have been found
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in fish in some extremely polluted areas.
Studies suggest that pollution may cause the
liver tumours and may indirectly cause skin
growths — warmer water often found

in polluted areas attracts larger numbers

of fish, thus increasing their risk of
becoming infected with viruses. While the
appearance of viral or bacterial infections
in fish is unsightly, there is no known health
risk from consuming an infected fish that
meets the consumption guidelines as long
as they are prepared properly.

Viral hemorrhagic

septicemia (VHS)

Viral hemorrhagic septicemia is an
infectious disease found in both fresh and
salt water fish species. Outbreaks can occur
anytime, but mainly take place during the
spring when the temperatures fluctuate and
fish are reproducing. It was first identified
in Ontario in 2005 after a fish die-off in the
Bay of Quinte in Lake Ontario. The virus has
now been found in more than 25 species of
fish in the Great Lakes. VHS does not affect
humans, and fish carrying the virus are safe
to handle and eat. As a precaution, avoid
fish that appear to be sick or are dead or
dying when caught. The Ministry of Natural
Resources recommends various methods
of slowing the spread of VHS, including
using locally harvested bait, and refraining
from moving fish from one location to
another. For more information contact

the Natural Resources Information Centre
(1-800-667-1940).

Botulism E

During the summer and fall, fish and bird
“die-offs” attributed to Type E botulism,
along the shorelines of the Great Lakes,
raised concerns that handling and
consuming fish from these lakes may
pose a health hazard. Health Canada has
concluded that there is no concern from
consuming fish from these lakes, as long
as normal practices are adhered to,
including appropriate handling and storage
of the fish and adequate cooking. Anglers

are also advised not to keep any fish that
appear to be sick, are dying or already dead
when caught.

E. coli bacteria

E. coli is found in warm-blooded animals
and is not normally associated with fish.
Fish in a water body that has elevated levels
of E. coli, and may be closed for swimming,
can still be consumed provided they are
properly cooked and the advice in the
consumption tables is followed. As a
general rule, avoid fish that appear to be
sick or are dead or dying when caught.

Microcystins

Microcystins are toxins produced by

some species of blue-green algae. They

can accumulate in fish, particularly in the
viscera or organs (liver, kidney, etc.). Levels
in fish tissue depend upon a number of
factors including the severity and duration
of algal blooms in the area where the fish

is caught. You should be cautious about
consuming fish caught from a water body
where major blue-green algal blooms occur.
When possible, avoid eating fish and fish
organs from these areas during and at least
two weeks after the bloom.

Fish “die-offs”

In recent years, several large fish die-offs
have occurred in Ontario lakes. Fish
die-offs can impact one or more species of
fish at the same time and may be caused by
a combination of factors which are generally
not a threat to humans, including fluctuating
temperature, spawning stress, bacterial or
viral infections,. To report a recent fish kill,
call the Ministry of Natural Resources
(1-866-929-0994) or visit their website

for more information (www.ontario.ca/
fishhealth). If you think the fish die-off has
been caused by a chemical spill, contact

the Ministry of Environment’s Spills Action
Centre (1-800-268-6060). Contact your local
Health Unit regarding any safety concerns
(e.g., regular water activities) during a fish
kill, and do not drink untreated water or
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touch dead fish with your bare hands. For
information on fish disposal after a fish kill,
contact your local municipality.

Fish information

How to release fish

A number of anglers fish for the thrill of the
catch, and release their fish to allow them to
be caught again. If you decide not to keep a
particular fish, here are some tips to safely
return the fish to the water:

1. Time is essential, so quickly play and
release the fish. A fish played for too long
will be too exhausted to recover. A fish
hooked in deep water should be brought
up slowly to prevent stress due to
pressure and temperature changes.

2. Keep the fish in the water as much as
possible, since fish out of water will
suffocate. Do not allow the fish to flop
on the ground or on the rocks. Just a few
centimetres of water under a thrashing
fish will act as a protective cushion.

3. Gentle handling of the fish is essential
and hands should be kept wet at all times
while handling any fish. Do not put your
fingers in the gills or in the eye sockets.
Small fish should not be squeezed but
should only be lifted by the lower lip.

A net is helpful while handling fish, but
keep it in the water.

4. Remove hooks quickly using needle-
nosed pliers. If the fish is deeply hooked,
cut the line and leave the hook in, as it
will dissolve and will not harm the fish.
Do not try to tear out hooks.

5. To revive an unconscious fish, hold it
upright in the water. If there is a current,
hold it heading upstream. Apply artificial
respiration by moving the fish forward
and backward so that water runs through
the gills. It may take a few minutes for the
fish to revive. When the fish does begin to
struggle, release it.

Preserving and preparing

your fish for cooking

If you decide to keep and eat your catch,
you should keep it in the best possible
condition until it reaches the table. You
should chill freshly caught fish on ice or
in a refrigerator as soon as possible to
avoid spoilage. The fish should be cleaned,
dressed and refrigerated or preserved for
future use at the earliest opportunity.

Here is one of the procedures commonly
used for gutting, filleting and skinning fish:

1. Slit open the belly from the vent
(anal opening) and remove the
internal organs.

2. Trim away the head and fins.

3. Lay the fish on its side on a cutting board.
With a thin sharp knife, cut through the
skin and flesh just behind the head down
to the backbone. Turn the knife blade
along the backbone and, with a sawing
motion of the blade, follow the backbone
down to the tail, keeping as close to the
backbone as possible.

4. Repeat for the fillet on the other side of
the fish.

5. Lay each fillet skin-side down on the
board and remove the rib bones by
inserting the knife blade just under the
ribs to separate them from the fillet
with as little flesh left on as possible.
Trim away any belly fat from the fillet.

6. Lay the fillets skin-side down and, starting
at the tail with the knife blade parallel to
the skin and as close to it as possible,
slice forward with a sawing motion to
separate the skin from the fillet. Wash
the skinless, boneless fillets in clean
cold water and cook, refrigerate, freeze
or preserve as desired.

Note: if the fish you are cleaning are fatty
fish caught in the Great Lakes, please follow
the advice in the section “Clean and cook
fish to reduce contaminants” on page 11.
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The Ministry of Natural Resources has
specific requirements for transport or
storage of fish to ensure that a Conservation
Officer can determine the number, size

and species of fish in your possession.

This includes leaving a piece of skin on

the fillet. Refer to the publication, Fishing
Ontario, Recreational Fishing Regulations
Summanry, for details.

Contaminants in fish

There are many naturally occurring
substances, which at levels normally
found in air, water and food, pose no
hazard to the environment or to human
health. A number of naturally occurring
substances such as mercury, and synthetic
compounds such as PCBs, mirex and
dioxins, may also be found in the
environment at levels that are hazardous.

The following section describes some of
the substances that may be tested in Ontario
sport fish and the levels which result in
consumption restrictions. Consumption
guidelines developed for use by Ontario
anglers are generally based on tolerable
daily intake guidelines provided by the
Food Directorate of Health Canada. For
more information on these substances and
their health implications, please contact

Inorganic substances

Mercury

Mercury is a naturally occurring metal which
is found in very low levels in air, water,
rocks, soil, and plant and animal matter.

At one time mercury was widely used in
industry. In the late 1960s and early 1970s
government and industry reduced its use
and direct discharges of mercury from
major industrial sources have been virtually
eliminated. Residual contamination from
these sources is still evident in fish from

a few locations in Ontario. Significant

quantities of mercury still enter the
aquatic environment from the atmosphere
through rain from both man-made and
natural sources.

Mercury is attracted to particles in the water
and settles to the bottom sediments where

it can be converted by microorganisms into
methylmercury. Methylmercury is rapidly
absorbed by a fish either directly from water
passing over its gills or ingested with its
diet. Since fish eliminate mercury at a very
slow rate, concentrations of this substance
gradually increase.

For women of child-bearing age and children
under 15, restrictions on consuming sport
fish containing mercury begin at levels of
0.26 parts per million. Complete restriction
(i.e., do not eat) is advised for levels above
0.52 parts per million. For the general
population, consumption restrictions

begin at levels above 0.61 parts per million.
Complete restriction is advised for levels
above 1.84 parts per million.

Other metals

Lead, copper, nickel, zinc, cadmium,
manganese, chromium, arsenic and
selenium are found in fish tissue but
rarely at levels that would result in a
need for consumption restrictions.

Organic substances
Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs)

PCBs are a group of chlorinated organic
compounds first commercially developed in
the late 1920s. They are not formed naturally
in the environment, so their presence is
always attributed to human activity.

PCBs persist for years in the natural
environment and readily accumulate in the
aquatic ecosystem. As a result, top predator
fish with a high fat content such as Salmon
and Trout can have high PCBs levels, and

a restriction for consumption. PCBs have
been banned in all new products since 1977,
and their levels have generally declined in
Ontario fish. PCBs are now only used as an
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insulating fluid in existing closed electrical
power transformers and capacitors, and
are being removed through federal PCB
regulations that came into effect in 2008.

The Food Directorate of Health Canada has
two guidelines for PCBs, one based on the
total of all PCBs present in a sample and
the other based on a select group of PCBs
with toxicological properties similar to
dioxins. The dioxin-like PCBs are found at
extremely low levels and for consumption
advisory purposes are included with the
dioxins and furans. Refer to the following
section “Dioxins, furans and dioxin-like
PCBs” for more information. The Ministry
of the Environment derives two sets of
consumption restriction values from Health
Canada’s two guidelines for PCBs, and
adopts the lower (more protective) values.
Accordingly, consumption restrictions for
total PCBs begin at 0.105 parts per million
with complete restriction advised for
levels above 0.211 parts per million for the
sensitive population and 0.844 parts per
million for the general population.

Dioxins, furans and dioxin-like PCBs
Dioxins and furans are unintentional
by-products of several industrial processes
and in some cases, incomplete combustion.
There are 210 different dioxins and furans
but only 17 are toxic enough to be of
concern. The Ministry of the Environment
monitors these dioxins and furans in sport
fish, as well as 12 dioxin-like PCBs which
have toxicological properties similar to
toxic forms of dioxins. The concentration
of each of these 29 forms is multiplied by
an equivalency factor to convert it to

a number referred to as a toxic equivalent
which represents its toxicity relative to the
most toxic form of dioxins - 2,3,7,8-TCDD.
The sum of the 29 toxic equivalents is the
total toxic equivalent and is compared to
the dioxin guideline.

Recent studies have found that the amount
of dioxin-like PCBs in fish can be estimated
from a much less expensive analysis of

total PCBs. Starting with the 2007-2008
guide, at locations where dioxin-like PCBs
have not been analyzed, toxic equivalents
from dioxin-like PCBs have been estimated
from total PCBs and added to dioxin and
furan toxic equivalents to give the total
toxic equivalent.

Consumption restrictions for sport fish
begin at levels of 2.7 parts per trillion, with
complete restriction advised for levels above
5.4 and 21.6 parts per trillion for toxicity
equivalents of 2,3,7,8-TCDD for the sensitive
and general population, respectively.

Mirex/photomirex

Mirex is a chlorinated carbon compound
that was used as a pesticide in the southern
United States but never registered for such
use in Canada.

Mirex has been detected in fish primarily
from Lake Ontario. The sources were
found to be a former processor of

mirex in Niagara Falls, New York and a
manufacturing plant in Oswego, New York.
Although the use of mirex in the U.S. and
Canada was banned in the 1970s, residual
environmental contamination remains.
Some mirex is modified and transformed in
the environment into a similar compound
called photomirex. The behaviour of mirex
and photomirex in the aquatic environment
is similar to that of PCBs; they remain in
the environment for a long period of time
and have a high affinity for fatty tissue.

Separate consumption guidelines have
been developed by the Food Directorate

of Health Canada for mirex and photomirex.
Consumption restrictions for mirex in
sport fish begin at 0.082 parts per million
with complete restriction advised for levels
above 0.164 and 0.657 parts per million

for the sensitive and general population,
respectively. Photomirex consumption
restrictions begin at 0.015 parts per

million with complete restriction advised
for levels above 0.031 and 0.122 parts

per million for the sensitive and general
population, respectively.
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Pesticides

DDT

Dichlorodiphenyltrichloroethane (DDT)
was developed during World War II and
gained widespread use as an insecticide
for agricultural and public health
purposes (i.e., for the reduction of malaria
spreading mosquitoes). DDT, like PCBs
and mirex, is slowly broken down in

the natural environment.

Levels of this substance in fish flesh have
declined in the three decades since the
use of DDT was severely restricted and
today there are no cases where DDT is

a consumption-limiting contaminant.

Toxaphene

Toxaphene is an extremely persistent
insecticide in the aquatic environment. It
was removed from general use in Canada

in 1974 and restricted in the United States
in 1982. Consumption restrictions for sport
fish containing toxaphene begin at levels
above 0.235 parts per million, with complete
restriction advised at levels above 0.469 and
1.877 parts per million for the sensitive and
general population, respectively.

Toxaphene levels in some parts of Lake
Superior are high enough to restrict the
consumption of some species of sport fish.
In most cases, other contaminants, such as
PCBs and dioxins, result in more restrictive
consumption advice.

Other pesticides

As part of the Sport Fish Contaminant
Monitoring Program, a number of pesticides
and other chlorinated organic compounds,
used widely in the past throughout North
America, are routinely analyzed. These
substances are lindane, heptachlor, aldrin,
and chlordane. In Ontario they have not
been detected at levels which would require
any restrictions on the consumption of fish.

Other contaminants
The Sport Fish Contaminant Monitoring
Program tests for all known substances

that have a reasonable probability of
causing concern to the health of consumers.
The chlorinated organic compounds
hexachlorobenzene and octachlorostyrene
have been tested in sport fish since the
early 1980s. Other substances include
chlorinated phenols, chlorinated benzenes
and polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons
(PAHs). Based on the results, these
substances are only occasionally found

in fish and at such low levels that they
would not restrict consumption.

Recently, the Ministry of the Environment
laboratory has begun to analyze
polybrominated diphenyl ethers (PBDEs)
and polychlorinated naphthalenes (PCNs)
in fish after analytical methods for these
chemicals have become available. Fish
samples from selected locations in the
Great Lakes and inland lakes are being
analyzed for these contaminants. The
results obtained so far have not resulted
in consumption restrictions. The Ministry
will continue monitoring levels of these
contaminants in sport fish to provide the
best available advice to the public.

Similarly, there is now a method

available to analyze perfluoroalkyl and
polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS), also
known as perfluorinated compounds
(PFCs). PFASs are a family of fluorine-
containing chemicals with unique properties
which make materials water, stain and oil
repellent and have been in a wide array of
consumer products since the 1950s. PFASs
don’t break down easily and are turning
up in unexpected locations around the
world. Currently, there are five locations
where concentrations have resulted in
consumption restrictions. The restrictions
were attributed to elevated levels of
perfluorooctane sulfonic acid (PFOS),

a chemical in the PFAS group, released
from historic use in firefighting foam.
Consumption restrictions for PFOS

begin at 0.080 parts per million with
complete restriction advised for levels
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above 0.160 parts per million for the
sensitive population and 0.640 parts
per million for the general population.

Causes of fish
consumption advisories

Although fish from many locations listed
in the guide have been tested for a wide
variety of contaminants, most of the
consumption restrictions are caused by
mercury, dioxins, furans, PCBs,

and toxaphene. In general, other
contaminants, such as mirex, photomirex,
and chlordane are no longer consumption-
limiting contaminants.

The following pie charts illustrate the
percentage of the consumption restrictions
caused by each of the contaminants in
the four Ontario Great Lakes and their
connecting channels and inland water
bodies. These statistics are for the general
population. The sensitive population has

a higher percentage of restrictions caused
by mercury.

Lake Superior

Consumption restrictions on fatty species,
such as Lake Trout, Whitefish and Chinook
Salmon are mainly caused by PCBs, and

in some cases, toxaphene. Restrictions

on Northern Pike and Walleye are caused
by mercury. In total 35.4 per cent of the
advice given for sport fish from Lake
Superior results in some level of restriction
suggesting less than 8 meals per month.

Dioxins/furans: 2%

Lake Huron (including
Georgian Bay, North

Channel and St. Marys River)
Consumption restrictions on Trout, Salmon,
Whitefish, Carp and Channel Catfish are
mainly caused by PCBs. In total 39 per cent
of the advice given for sport fish from Lake
Huron results in some level of restriction
suggesting less than 8 meals per month.

Introduction

Lake Ontario

(including Niagara and

St. Lawrence rivers)

In the various species of Trout and Salmon
found in Lake Ontario, dioxins, furans,
dioxin-like PCBs, mirex, photomirex,
toxaphene and chlordane can be elevated
in the same fish. However, PCBs are the
consumption-limiting contaminants.
Consumption of species such as Walleye,
Pike, Bass and Perch is usually restricted
because of mercury. In total, 57.6 per cent
of the advice given for sport fish from
Lake Ontario results in some level of
consumption restriction suggesting

less than 8 meals per month.

Inland locations

Very few inland locations have been
exposed to discharges of pesticides and
other organic compounds which cause the
majority of consumption restrictions on
Great Lakes fish. Consequently, 88 per cent
of all consumption restrictions on sport
fish from inland locations are as a result of
mercury. In total, 35.1 per cent of the advice
given for sport fish from inland locations
results in some level of consumption
restriction suggesting less than 8 meals
per month.

The history of sport fish
contaminant monitoring
in Ontario

Between 1954 and 1965, 90 people in
Minamata, Japan died after eating fish
contaminated with methlymercury. In
addition, many fish-eating wildlife had
difficulties reproducing or were born
deformed due to the combined effects of
mercury, PCBs, DDT and other pesticides
in North America and elsewhere. This
alerted scientists to the potential threat
of contaminants in the fish we eat.

In the 1960s in Ontario, several industries
were discharging large quantities of mercury
into the environment. Forty years of
manufacturing, using and inappropriately
dispoing of PCBs, and the widespread
application of persistent pesticides such

as DDT, aldrin and dieldrin was taking a toll
on fish and wildlife, especially in and
around the Great Lakes.

Studies undertaken in the 1960s in two
areas — Lake St. Clair in southern Ontario
and the English-Wabigoon River system in
northwestern Ontario — found disturbingly
high levels of mercury in fish. Commercial
fisheries in these areas were immediately
closed. Since that time, direct discharges
of mercury from major industrial sources
have been virtually eliminated. Other studies
in the 1960s and early 1970s found high
levels of contaminants such as PCBs

and DDT in fish. Action was immediately
taken to ban or severely restrict the use

of contaminants such as DDT, PCBs,
toxaphene, aldrin and mirex.

Despite ongoing activities to track and
eliminate residual sources of these
chemicals, it was apparent that immediate
action had to be taken to protect human
health. The public needed to be informed
of the health risks of consuming sport fish.
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The Sport Fish Contaminant Monitoring
Program was formed in 1976. In 1977, the
first fish consumption advisories for 170
locations for which data had been collected
were published in a brochure. Consumption
advisories for individual water bodies were
mailed out upon request. The first version
of the guide was published in 1978, and
consisted of three separate editions (Great
Lakes, Northern Ontario and Southern
Ontario). By 1979, the database had grown
considerably and the annual guide consisted
of data from over 600 locations. It was
distributed widely through government
offices and beer and liquor stores.

The ministry started publishing the guide
every other year in 1993. In recent years
the ministry has expanded availability of
the advisory to include an electronic format
on the ministry website (www.ontario.ca/
fishguide). In this, the 27th edition of the
guide, consumption advisories are available
for more than 2,200 locations and the
contaminant database consists of nearly

2 million records. An interactive online
searchable map is also available, allowing
users to quickly find the consumption
advice they require.

As the program has grown, so has the list
of contaminants monitored in fish. The
list now includes contaminants such

as dioxins and furans as well as more
recent contaminants of concern such

as brominated flame retardants and
perfluoroalkyl/polyfluoroalkyl substances.
The levels of these newer groups of
chemicals increased in water bodies
during the 1980s/90s. Monitoring of these
contaminants in fish and in other parts of
the environment has resulted in measures
being taken to control their manufacture
and use in North America and Europe. As
aresult, the environmental levels of these
chemicals are generally either stable or
declining in recent years. Despite the fact
that fish are being tested for more and

more contaminants, consumption
advisories based on the most restrictive
contaminant continue to be caused by
legacy chemicals — mercury, PCBs, dioxins,
furans, and toxaphene.

Over time, methods used to calculate
consumption advisories have changed.
Originally, advisories for most contaminants
were based on limits imposed on
commercial fish. For example, when the
guide was first published, the PCB limit

on fish for sale was 2 parts per million.

This limit was also applied to sport fish.
Eventually, the health protection guidelines
developed by the Food Directorate of Health
Canada were adopted. These guidelines

are usually referred to as “tolerable

daily intakes” which are the amounts

of contaminants that can be safely
consumed on a daily basis for a lifetime,
with reasonable assurance that an
individual’s health will not be threatened.
These methods are described in some

detail in the section “The basis for fish
consumption advisories” (page 6).

Over the years most health protection
guidelines have been revised, usually
downwards, making consumption advice
more restrictive. Revisions result from
toxicological investigations becoming

far more sophisticated in identifying

both subtle and low probability effects.
As well, analytical equipment and
technology has improved so smaller
amounts can be detected and quantified.
In the 2007-2008 guide there was a change
in the opposite direction. The toxicity
equivalency factors for dioxins, which
includes dioxins, furans and dioxin-like
PCBs (see section on dioxins) were changed
after an expert panel of the World Health
Organization evaluated new and existing
toxicity data. The toxicity was found to be
less than originally estimated for some of
these compounds and greater for others.
The result was that the overall dioxin
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toxicity in fish is about 20 per cent less health protection guidelines and new

The consumption advice provided in the guide is related to specific species
of fish and, in order to use the information properly, it is important to correctly
identify the species of fish caught.

On the following pages are illustrations of the species of fish most commonly
caught in Ontario. Accompanying each illustration is a description of char-
acteristics of the species that will aid in its identification (Scott, W. B. and

E. J. Crossman. 1998. Freshwater Fishes of Canada. Galt House Publications
Ltd. 966 pages). The length represents the typical range for the species in
Ontario waters, although much larger specimens may be caught as indicated
by the Ontario record. Features can be used to separate a species from
similar species. Additional information on habitat and spawning is provided
to assist in confirming the identification.

All illustrations were provided courtesy of the Ministry of Natural Resources,
with the exception of the following, provided by Curtis Atwater: American
Eel, Bluegill, Bowfin, Brown Trout, Freshwater Drum, Goldeye, Lake
Sturgeon, Mooneye, Rainbow Trout, Redhorse Sucker, Round Whitefish,
Sauger, White Crappie, and White Perch.

Great Lakes, Great Fishing, Great Eating
World Class Fishing

The Great Lakes are home to more than 150 types of fish and provide a
great fishing opportunity. Lakes Erie, Huron (including Georgian Bay) and
Ontario are in the top 10 preferred fishing locations for Ontario anglers.
Many of the more than 60 Aboriginal communities located around the
Great Lakes basin rely on Great Lakes fish for food. Several of these
communities, as well as commercial fishermen, participate in Ontario’s
commercial fishery, which contributes millions of dollars to the Province’s
economy.

Past Pollution

Agricultural and industrial activities in the Great Lakes basin increased

as the human population grew over the last 100 years. The chemicals

we use have polluted our environment and pose risks to our health. The
Great Lakes are vulnerable to such pollution since they are surrounded by
heavily populated areas and because the water within the lakes remain for
long periods of time.

Pollutants in water as well as bottom sediments can enter the food chain
and build up in large fish. Increased levels of pollutants in Great Lakes fish
during the 1960s and 70s prompted fish consumption advisories and, in
some cases, closure of commercial fisheries.

Actions Taken

Actions taken by governments include banning the use of some harmful
chemicals, reducing emissions of pollutants by implementing stricter
standards, and the cleaning up of contaminated hot spots across the Great
Lakes.

Achievements

The levels of pollutants such as polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) and
dioxins have declined in Great Lakes fish by as much as 90 per cent during
the last four decades. However, some newer commercial chemicals have
been found to persist and accumulate in certain fish to levels of concern.
These chemicals include polybrominated diphenyl ethers (PBDEs),
which were used as flame retardants in a variety of plastics in consumer
products; and perfluorooctane sulfonic acid (PFOS), which was mainly
used as a surfactant in firefighting foam and as an oil and water repellent
in fabric, carpets and food packaging. Governments and industries have
begun to take actions such as banning or phasing out the use of certain
PBDEs and PFOS to reduce the inputs of these chemicals, but the lakes
will take time to recover. We have made progress on the Great Lakes, but
there is still much work to do.

Moving Forward

The Government of Ontario is at the forefront of protecting the Great
Lakes and health of Ontarians. To further strengthen our efforts in
restoring and protecting the Great Lakes, a number of actions are
underway including:

1. Ontario’s Great Lakes Strategy
anew Great Lakes Guardian Community Fund to help community
groups undertake improvement projects.

3. the Canada Ontario Agreement (COA) Respecting the Great Lakes
Basin Ecosystem

Plusieurs de ces
communautés ainsi que des pécheurs commerciaux participent a la péche
commerciale de I'Ontario, laquelle injecte des millions de dollars dans
I’économie de la province.

La pollution du passé

Les activités agricoles et industrielles dans le bassin des Grands Lacs ont
augmenté avec la croissance démographique des 100 dernieres années.
Nous utilisons des substances chimiques qui polluent I'environnement et
menacent notre santé. Les Grands Lacs sont vulnérables a cette pollution
car ils sont entourés de zones densément peuplées et leurs eaux restent
sur place pendant une longue période. Les polluants dans I'eau et les
sédiments contaminés entrent dans la chaine alimentaire et se concentrent
dans les grands poissons. Les niveaux élevés de polluants dans les
poissons des Grands Lacs dans les années 1960 et 1970 ont forcé les
autorités a publier des mises en garde de consommation et, dans certains
cas, a fermer la péche commerciale.



Les mesures prises

Parmi les mesures prises par les gouvernements, on compte l'interdiction
d’utiliser certains produits chimiques nocifs, 1a mise en ceuvre de normes
plus strictes relatives aux émissions de polluants et le nettoyage des
secteurs pollués des Grands Lacs.

Les accomplissements

Les niveaux de polluants, comme les biphényles polychlorés (BPC) et les
dioxines, ont baissé jusqu’a 90 pour cent dans les poissons des Grands
Lacs au cours des quarante derniéres années. Cependant, on a remarqué
que de nouveaux produits chimiques du commerce s’accumulent et
persistent dans le poisson de maniére inquiétante. Ces substances
comprennent notamment les éthers diphényliques polybromés (EDP),
utilisé comme agent ignifuge dans des matieres plastiques de produits

de consommation; et I'acide sulfonique perfluorooctane (ASP), utilisé
comme agent de surface dans la mousse extinctrice et comme agent
oléofuge et hydrofuge sur le tissu, les tapis et les emballages alimentaires.
Les gouvernements et 'industrie ont commencé a prendre des mesures,
comme l'interdiction et ’élimination progressive des EDP et des ASP, pour
réduire les effets nocifs de ces substances chimiques, mais les lacs auront
besoin de temps pour se rétablir. Nous avons fait des progres dans la
protection des Grands Lacs, mais il y a encore beaucoup a faire.

Perspectives d’avenir

Le gouvernement de ’Ontario est a 'avant garde des mesures prises pour
protéger les Grands Lacs et la santé de la population. Pour renforcer les
efforts visant a restaurer et a protéger les Grands Lacs, plusieurs mesures
sont en cours, dont :

1. la Stratégie ontarienne pour les Grands Lacs;
le Fonds d’action communautaire pour la protection des Grands
Lacs qui aide divers groupes a mener des travaux a ’échelle locale;
3. TI’Accord Canada-Ontario sur 1’écosystéme du bassin des Grands
Lacs.

Nous sommes résolus a faire en sorte que les Grands Lacs restent une
source d’eau propre a la consommation, a la baignade et a la péche, pour
nous et pour les générations futures.
